“Security reasons” is the excuse given for
the confiscation of Palestinian land and the
uprooting of trees mainly for the expansion
of Israeli settlements and their bypass
roads and the building of the “Apartheid
wall” .
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In spite of the destruction of the very
foundations of their existence, and in
spite of the ever increasing violence in the
Holy Land, Palestinian women, men and
children are committed to rebuilding their
society and its structures without the use of
violence. But they do need your support.

The East Jerusalem YMCA and YWCA of
Palestine are in the forefront of this effort
to KEEP HOPE ALIVE throughrthe Olive
Tree Campaign, which aims at planting
50,000 olive trees in the very places where
they have been uprooted and destroyed, or
in areas where the fields are threatened by
land confiscation.

The Olive Tree
Symbol of Peace, Prosperity and Wisdom

In the whole of the Mediterranean Basin,
the olive tree is an ancient source of basic
livelihood and nutrition. Approximately
1,000 km2 of land in Palestine are planted
with olive trees, compared to only 20 km2
in Israel. An average olive tree produces 9
kg of olives, yielding 2 liters of oil which has
many uses: food, sacramental oil, fuel, or as
an ingredient of medicinal ointments. The
olive tree is plain and frugal; it grows in poor
soil and yields precious fruit, and can live
for more than a thousand years. Throughout
history, the Olive branch has been used as a

symbol for peace, and together with the vine
and the fig tree, the Olive Tree is a symbol of
wisdom, prosperity and happiness.
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An Invitation for Action

Through the simple action of donating an
Olive Tree you will contribute to KEEPING
HOPE ALIVE for a peaceful future in
Palestine. The amount of US$20 covers all
the costs related to planting a young olive
tree; including the tree, preparation of field,
irrigation systems and fences. All sponsors
will receive an official certificate confirming
their sponsorship of a tree, in addition to
having their names put up on a plaque in
the field where their tree is planted.
