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Condemnation on the brutal attack on our YWCA staff 
Mr. Majdi Husseini   

The YWCA of Palestine condemns in the strongest possible terms the brutal 
barbaric and racist attack on its staff member, Mr. Majdi Husseini, the IT 
Coordinator at the National Council Office, by Israeli settlers and extremists in 
West Jerusalem in the early hours of Sunday morning.  

According to medical reports, Majdi sustained several injuries and bruises all over 
his body and a slight malformation of his face due to this attack. He had to be 
hospitalized and is still recovering from this horrible incident.  

We hold the Israeli authorities responsible for this brutal attack, as the police 
officers at the scene did not interfere to help Majdi or stop the attackers.  

We call upon our partner YWCA and YMCA movements, Christian organizations and 
all peace loving people around the world to condemn this brutal and racist attack 
by the Israeli extremists, settlers and authorities and the continued state-
protected human rights violations against the Palestinians in the Holy Land.

Tens of Israelis attack two Jerusalemite Palestinian men in Hillel Street  

Jerusalem  Al-Quds reporter  Mr. Majdi Ibrahim Al Husseini (28 years old) YWCA 
Jerusalem IT Coordinator  and his cousin, Mr. Khaled Jamal Al Husseini, were attacked 
by a number of Israelis in Hillel Street, Jerusalem, in the early hours of Sunday morning.   

The attack took place when one of the attackers asked Majdi what time it was, and he answered 
that he did not have a watch. When Majdi turned around, tens of Israelis attacked him and 
Khaled as they were shouting Aravim, Aravim , meaning Arabs, Arabs! which led to more 
Israelis arriving to the scene and joining the attack. When Majdi and Khaled tried to seek help 
from the Police, none of the Policemen in the vicinity came to their assistance even though the 
attackers used gas and batons.   

Eventually Khaled managed to break free from the attackers. He approached a number of Police 
officers who were stationed in the area and he informed them of the attack and of his cousin 
still being attacked, but none of the Police officers moved to their assistance.  
After that, Majdi managed to escape the attackers and as a result of the strong beatings he 
passed out in front of the police.  

One of the Police officers pulled Majdi to remove him from the street and to avoid any 
gathering around the scene. He remained unconscious on the floor for 15 minutes before an 
ambulance team arrived to the scene. The ambulance paramedic handled Majdi in a very rough 
manner, and when Khaled asked why he was treating his cousin that way, the paramedic 
answered; do not interfere with my job! And pulled Majdi into the ambulance. Khaled climbed 
into the ambulance after him, while instead of receiving medical help, the paramedic started 
interrogating Khaled. Then he brought a Police officer and requested that Khaled be removed 
from the ambulance and when Khaled asked; based on which law are you doing this, the Police 
officer answer; Based on  OUR laws!  

Majdi also stated that he was assaulted when he was in the ambulance, while on the way to 
She ar Tsedek Hospital. Upon arrival to the hospital, the Police arrived to interrogate him and 
informed his family not to send anyone and not to invite any journalists.  

Majdi s face has been slightly malformed as a result of the constant beatings. He spent the night 
at the hospital and left the following morning.
